Does your vehicle have a 
valid blue warrant?

 Book an inspection with
www.newzealandcampervans.co.nz 

to get a green warrant 
(which will be valid for four years).

Ensure your green warrant is displayed correctly and
keep your certificate in your vehicle. You can freedom 

camp in NZ as long as your certification is valid.

You can use this to freedom camp until the blue warrant 
expires, or 7 June 2025 (whichever comes first).

Do you want to freedom camp? Freedom camping is when you camp 
on public land that isn't a recognised camping ground or holiday park.
